Minutes

The officers of the Camp Springs Initiative met on March 17 at Carolyn Allender’s home. Carolyn Allender, Lonnie Enzweiler, Nancy Enzweiler, Chuck Heilman, Don Wiedeman and Anna Zinkhon attended the meeting.

The minutes from the January 3rd meeting were read and approved as read.

Lonnie voiced concern about a stone building on Lower Tug Fork Road. Chuck explained that the Planning Commission made exceptions to its ordinances to save the building on the basis that it is of historical value.

Nancy Enzweiler proposed to contact community members about possible service on committees and to formulate a charge for each committee by the next meeting. One suggestion made was that our organization could use a newsletter and that the Extension Office could be approached about being involved.

Chuck, Don and Anna reported on the trail. 

· Their committee suggests looking to see if some property located off  Uhl Road and behind the city of Silver Grove could be donated by Dallas Bray for the trail head.  It is flood plain and currently used by horses, dirt bikes and for trash dumping.
· Their findings indicate that the horse trail should be separate from a bike/pedestrian trail. 

· That trail could run parallel to Four Mile Road.

· A tag system was discussed

· Liability legislation that would affect the trail is pending

The committee plans to proceed with contact with property owners, licensing and breaking the trail.
