New Business: Carolyn suggested that an update in regulations for signage on highway/commercial property might be in order. She will present a proposal to CSI, seeking support, which will be voted on. The proposal will then be sent to Planning and Zoning. 

Committee Reports:

Trails: 1) There was a meeting with Dallas Bray. The area being sought for the trailhead is a wetlands restoration area.  2) An attorney is reviewing the wording of a lease intended for property owners along the trail.

Historic Homes: 1) Mike Enzweiler reported on the Herbst Tour. There will be a planning meeting on May 22. The date for the tour is Oct. 19. Some ideas that will be discussed at the meeting are getting the churches involved, perhaps in the sale of food/drink, handouts on each stone house, cemetery information provided by the Campbell County Historical Society. 2) The Kremer Barn on the AA Highway is available for signage.

Public Education and Outreach: The Extension Office can back a newsletter for CSI.

The next meeting is scheduled for 7 p.m. on June 16 at St John Lutheran.
