February 20, 2006

MINUTES

The February 20, 2006 meeting of CSI was held at the Cold Spring Roadhouse at 11:30 a.m..  In attendance were:  Carolyn Allender, Chris Enzweiler, Ann Enzweiler, Lonnie Enzweiler, Steve Reichert, Mike Enzweiler, Chuck Heilman, Lauri Harding, Don Girton, Peter Enzweiler, Anna Enzweiler, Nancy Enzweiler, Paula Edwards, Dinah Studer, Betty Daniels, Dennis Walter, Bonnie Walter, Tricia Houston, and Debbie Buckley.

Carolyn welcomed all who attended this lunch edition of CSI.  She handed out agendas for those in attendance.

Betty Daniels made an announcement that on Sunday, April 23, 2006, the Northern Kentucky Heritage League will be coming to Camp Springs to tour and enjoy dinner at the Stone Brook Winery.  One hundred people  will be coming at 3:00 to St. John’s Lutheran Church where they will be welcomed and given a history of our community and CSI.  They will tour Camp Springs and eat dinner.  Assistance is needed by CSI to accommodate our visitors.  Please contact Betty if you can help.

Betty took Dinah Studer and Paula Edwards to a separate meeting at this time to discuss plans for the artists.

There was a discussion of last month’s Minutes.  Chuck suggested need for an ad hoc committee for the 501c3 decisions and names for officers.  The Minutes were accepted with corrections.

Lonnie Enzweiler gave the Treasurer’s Report.  $570.92 remains our balance.

Committee Reports:

Stonehouse Trail:  Debbie reported of various meetings in past month.  Don explained the proposal he prepared for Lafarge, Inc.  Once Fiscal Court has approved the proposal, we will show both Silver Grove and Alexandria and then submit to Lafarge for their grant process.  Unanimous approval was given for the proposal.

Four Mile Clean-Up:  Chuck suggested we unite for a Four Mile Creek clean-up the same day as the Campbell County clean-up, March 25.  Approval given.  Debbie will make sure it gets put on the web site.  

Mike Enzweiler made public thanks to Don Girton for all the work he has done on the Stonehouse Trail project.  He also updated the status of the signs.  The sign at Lower Tug Fork will be done when funding is obtained.

Betty, Dinah and Paula returned at this time.  There was a discussion of the costs for booths at the wine festival.  Tricia Houston, president of the Northern Kentucky Vintors was present and answered the questions.  Tricia explained the Wine Festival which CSI will co-sponsor on May 27.  Much help is needed to create a successful festival.  She has a proposed budget of $50,000 which she suggests is very generous.  We are looking for corporate sponsors to join us in the financial burden.  Debbie made a motion that CSI provide soda and water to sell that day.  Peter and Anna seconded the motion.  Unanimous approval.  Tricia also reminded folk that there will be a homemade wine competition the day of the festival.  Profits will be split with CSI in exchange for our help.

Lauri made a presentation regarding the 501c3 work she has done.  Our new mailing address is PO Box 103; Camp Springs, KY 41059.  Carolyn volunteered to pick up the mail. Nancy will have the second key. Motion was made by Lauri.  Carolyn 2nd.  All in favor.

Lauri explained that CSI is currently an unincorporated association.  She explained what that meant.

Paula and Dina left at this time.

There was discussion of Lauri’s presentation.  Steve moved that the Motion for Article I be accepted as written.  Our name will be officially “Camp Springs Initiative, Inc.”  We will eventually file assumed name d/b/a/ CSI.   Chuck 2nd.  There was a unanimous vote in favor.

Chuck made the Motion to accept Article II.  Don 2nd.   “Historic, cultural, and agricultural preservation of 1800’s settlement area known as Camp Springs, Kentucky, with the objective of lessening the burdens of government by saving historic structures and landmarks for the benefit of the public, combating community deterioration and disintegration, crime and delinquency.”

Don made a Motion to accept Article III that Lauri be the registered Agent.  Debbie 2nd.  

Don made the Motion to accept all original members of CSI as directors.  Steve 2nd.  Names and addresses were given to Debbie for purposes of incorporating.

Chuck made the Motion to accept all Lauri’s recommendations.  Don 2nd.   Unanimous approval was given.

An ad hoc committee will be formed:  Don, Dennis, Chuck, Debbie, and Lauri.  It was Carolyn’s discretion to appoint this committee.

The date for the next CSI meeting will be March 27, 2006 at 11:30 at the Roadhouse.  Debbile will make the reservation.

Chuck made the motion to adjourn.  Lauri 2nd.
